Reminder to all Petrifilm trialers

Thank you to everyone who took part in the
trial of the Petrifilm E.coli testing method.
The trial continues and the feedback so far
has been very positive.

Please note the method requires the
petrifilm to be incubated at 44C + 1<C for
24 hours £ 1 hour, not 35T as previously
stated. The total faecal coliform count
comes from the blue and red colonies
combined but only the blue colonies are E.
coli.
